What I1s the DBE program

A The U.S. Department of Transportation's DBE
(Disadvantaged Business Enterprise) program provides a
vehicle for increasing the participation of women and
minorities in state and local procurement.

A Federal Regulations require state and local transportation
agencies that receive DOT financial assistance to
establish a DBE Program and goals for the participation of
DBEs.

A State and local transportation agencies are required to
establish annual DBE goals and review contracts
throughout the year to establish contract-specific DBE
subcontracting goals.

51 percent owned, managed and controlled by an economically
and socially disadvantaged individual

Must be U.S. citizen or Legally Admitted Resident

Contributions, ownership, and daily management control
clearly documented

Presumed Groups: Asian-American; African-American; Native
American; Hispanic; Women

The primary economically disadvantaged owner(s) must fill out
a personal net worth statement and cannot exceed $1.32 million

A Firm must be organized as a for-profit business

A On-site visit required
